Diverse, included were Lydd’s concrete parabolic sound mirrors for location of enemy aircraft; Marc Chagall’s incredible twelve stained glass windows in Tudely Church; Bethersden’s marble woodland footpath;  Brookland (Romney) Church’s separate wooden belltower; Rochester - St Bart’s, the oldest hospital (1078); Chatham’s Fort Pitt – Florence Nightingale’s Army Medical School; Reculver’s mock Church towers; White Stone at Bluebell Hill; Horsmonden’s John Read – stomach pump inventor; Faversham’s mediaeval church paintings;  Cooling Castle’s half round towers, with nearby family grave of 13 children, said to have inspired Dickens’ ’Great Expectations’,  Sissinghurst;  Penshurst;  Small Hythe and much more, led to plenty of questions.
