ALFRED MYNN

1807-1861

 

Although born in Goudhurst, Alfred Mynn is usually felt to belong more to Bearsted and Thurnham in both of which villages he lived and where he played a great many games of cricket.  He is one of the almost legendary folk-heroes of Kentish cricket, known as ‘the Lion of Kent’.  

 

The son of a gentleman farmer, he trained as an architect but gave far more time to cricket than his business, and indeed was bankrupt at one stage of his career.  He is described as one of the finest all rounders of the game that cricket has ever known.  

 

During his life in the parishes Mynn resided at:

Chrismill House, Bearsted

The Nags Head Inn, Bearsted

 Frinningham House Thurnham

Mount Pleasant, Ware Street, Bearsted

 

He is buried in Thurnham Churchyard, on the north side of the church, under a tombstone erected by a public subscription, the rest of which, was used to found the Mynn Memorial Benevolent Institution for Kentish Cricketers.

 

It is after this great man that we proudly name these annual awards presented to those unsung heroes of Bearsted who have contributed in one way or another to the community, ideally for a period of  5-10yrs .
