 MARKET 
In 2009 Bearsted Parish Council    
undertook a questionnaire to form 
the basis of a Parish Plan for the   
community.  The Plan identified, 
amongst other things a request for 
a Farmers’ Market to provide an 
outlet for local producers and a way 
of   purchasing fresh, quality pro-
duce   direct from the producer.   

The Market is therefore run by the 
Parish Council who have  ap-
pointed a Market Manager to over-
see the administration and opera-
tion of the market.   

The number and mix of stallholders 
may vary throughout the year,     
according to growing seasons but 
we will endeavour to provide a wide   
variety of produce at all times.
